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From the Principal…

Dear Parents,

A lot of learning and a lot of fun continues to happen at Roch Carrier. Teachers are planning many creative and enriching learning activities for our students.

We have also engaged in a process of developing goals for improvements called the School Improvement Plan; this will be an ongoing activity for the staff of the school. During this process, Staff identified extending the understanding of the author’s big ideas as our teaching focus for November/December. Our goal is that by the end of December, more students at Roch Carrier will achieve levels 3 and 4 in demonstrating ability to and extend understanding when of the author’s big idea.

In order to achieve this, we have two school improvement plan smart goals. Classes in JK -3 and the junior French are focusing on the following literacy goal:

Students will be able to extend their understanding of the author’s big ideas in a variety of non-fiction texts by making inferences, connections, judgments and/or drawing conclusions.  Students will be able to communicate their deep understanding orally, visually or in writing as measured by a qualitative/criterion-based rubric. (Reading1.1, 1.5, 1.6, 1.8)

Classes in Junior English are focusing on the following numeracy goal:

Students in the English Junior division will be able to extend their understanding of the big ideas in mathematics by making inferences, connections, judgments and/or drawing conclusions. Students will be able to communicate their deep understanding orally, visually, and/or in writing (Words, Images, Numbers, WIN). 

Secure school and Lockdown procedure

At Roch Carrier ES, the safety of your children is our top priority.  For this reason, we have plans in place in case of emergencies which we put into practice through drills.  These include emergency evacuation plans, fire drills, secure school and lockdown procedures.  

Lockdown drills are a component of our school safety plan to prepare a response to any threat within or outside of the school.  With guidance from the Ottawa Police Service, we have created a lockdown plan. Prevention through practice drills provides an opportunity for staff and students to become familiar with our response to emergency situations.

Our first lockdown practice took place this morning, November 10th.  Our School Resource Officer (SRO), Constable Linda Nethercott, was present throughout the drill. 

In an effort to assist you in supporting your child should he or she have questions, here is the procedure that we followed:

RCES Lockdown procedure:

  (to be used in any situation which poses a threat to student safety)
1. Threat is reported to office staff, who then proceed to call 911 and report incident to the Board.

2. An announcement or call for a lockdown is made.

3. Upon hearing this, all students, staff, visitors and volunteers are to report to the closest classroom. Before closing doors, staff will ensure no students are in the hallway.  Blinds are closed and doors are locked and windows on doors are covered.  All staff and students will sit quietly on the floor in the location designated by the teacher.

4. Once it has been determined that our school is safe from threat, our SRO and administration team will proceed to unlock each classroom using a key to enter. 

Lockdown procedures are posted in all classrooms and common areas within the school.

As with fire drills, lockdown drills will be practiced and in time will be as familiar to students as fire drills have become. Should you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to call the school.

The Lost and Found box is close to overflowing!  It is very important to label outerwear as this makes up the bulk of our Lost and Found items.  If clothing has clear labels, we are able to get these pieces back to families. We do check for labels periodically.  If your child is missing that great coat, it may be here!
