€ Help photocopy – newsletters, event posters, etc… App. 1-2 hrs during the day once or twice a month to photocopy documents for entire school

� Lunch Program and milk volunteers – volunteers will need to sort milk into class bins and assist with the food program of the day (time needed 12:15 p.m. - 1:30 p.m. approximately)  Please circle which day you are available : Tuesday (Subs); Wednesday (Pizza); Thursday (L’Entreprise Mazzola); Friday (Lunch Lady)
